Re:  Awarding of IB MYP Certificates 

Date:  April 12, 2011
If you have completed through level II of a Language B (French, Spanish, German) and are currently passing all of your classes, you may complete an assessment portfolio and receive a NHS MYP Certificate.

Students wishing to submit a MYP assessment portfolio should do the following:

· Go to the MYP page of the IB Webpage and print off subject assessment rubrics for 1) Language A [Language Arts], 2) Language B [French, Spanish, or German],  3) Science,  4) Mathematics,  5) Social Studies.   
· Submit these rubrics to your current teacher in each discipline by Tuesday, April 19 and ask that they complete the assessment and return them to you.  Your 2010 spring semester teacher will consider your participation in MYP culminating activities and complete these rubrics indicating your growth as an MYP student.  Do not ask your teacher to print his/her own rubric.  You need to supply the rubric for your teacher.
· If you have completed community service, you need to do a 1 to 2 page, typed essay reflection on your experience.    No specific activity log is necessary, but you need to refer specifically, in your essay, to your activities. The following questions are provided as some starting points for you reflections.
· How have my activities increased my awareness of my strengths and my areas for growth?
· How has my service provided me the opportunity to undertake new challenges?
· How have I served to plan and initiate activities that serve others?
· How have I worked collaboratively with others?
· How have I demonstrated perseverance and commitment in my activities?
· How have my activities been related to matters of global importance?
· What are the ethical implications of my activities?
· How have my activities served to develop new skills?
· Return the completed assessment rubrics for the 5 subjects along with your community service reflection, if service activities have been done, to the IB office by April 29.  You will also need to include the MYP Portfolio coversheet that is also available on the IB MYP webpage.
· If you have not completed a Personal Project, you will receive your IB MYP Certificate based upon the submission of the documents as described above on Tuesday, May 10 in your first period class.
Personal Project MYP Candidates
If you are among those MYP candidates who are completing a Personal Project and are being monitored by Mr. Glenn, your project and assessment portfolio are due to Mr. Glenn and your project to your specific mentor by Tuesday, April 12.  If there is some compelling reason that you cannot complete the assessment portfolio by this date, please submit these details in writing to Mr. Glenn requesting an extension. You will set your project up with a display board in the Family and Consumer Science Room on Thursday, April 28 before school and present the presentation during 1st period.  On that date, a panel of judges will choose the “High Five”—the best five from this year’s projects.  All students who have completed the requirements for a MYP Certificate of Distinction will receive an MYP honor cord.
