Gwinnett Area II PTA Council was established in 2008.  We serve over 40 dynamic schools of the  Gwinnett County Public School System by providing leadership and training to local units and its membership.  Solely funded through local council membership and council contributions, Area II is proud to present eight (8) $ 1,000.00 scholarships to deserving high school students who have successfully met or exceeded the State of Georgia graduation requirements, and plan to attend an accredited  two or four year college or university.  Only students in Parent Teacher and Student Associations (PTSA) within Area II are eligible to apply.  The Eight Area II Cluster High Schools are: Collins Hill, Duluth, Mountain View, Norcross, North Gwinnett, and Peachtree Ridge, Lanier, and Gwinnett School of Math, Science, and Technology. 

Gwinnett Area II PTA Scholarship

The purpose of this scholarship is to assist students who have successfully completed high school who are interested in furthering their education in a college or university to prepare themselves for careers of their choice with the goal of having these individuals maintain their support and commitment to the advancement of education.  This is a one-time, non-renewable scholarship. 

Qualifications and Eligibility

A student is eligible to apply for the Gwinnett Area II PTA Scholarship if he/she:

· Is a graduating senior of an member of an Area II high school with a PTA/PTSA.  The PTA must be in good standing (i.e. paid council dues, approved bylaws on file, audit submitted, 990 filed).

· Is interested in attending an accredited four (4) year or two year (2) college or university

· Student must be a PTSA member ( Please enclose a copy of PTSA membership card)

· Has a satisfactory scholastic record

· Has exhibited good character 

· Completed applications will be scored as follows: 75% Essay 25% GPA.  Decisions of the Scholarship Committee are final. 

*** Student must supply acceptance letter from institution prior to receiving the scholarship award.  All funds will be paid directly to the institution in the award recipient’s name.  Funds may be used for tuition as well as school-related expenses including books, on-campus housing fees, or meal plans.

Application must include:

· This form completed and signed by the student with a photo copy of PTSA Membership Card

· Certified High School Transcript.  It should include all academic credit towards a high school diploma through the first semester or quarter of the 12th grade, numeric GPA, highest SAT or ACT scores, High School Graduation Test scores (HSGTs), as well as identify the student’s diploma track (i.e. advance placement, college preparatory or technology).

· A Recommendation letter from a teacher under whom the student has studied during high school

· Character reference letter from an adult who is not related to the student

Ensure essay includes responses to the following:

(Not to exceed two (2) pages, 12 pt. Times New Roman font, double-spaced)

· What is your proposed field of study and why have you chosen this career field? 
· What are your long term goals in continuing your education?  
· How will you use your proposed field of study to make a positive difference in the community in which you plan to reside?  Describe the difference you will make in the lives of others.
· List primary activities in which you have participated during high school (i.e. school, Church, community).  You may attach an academic resume as an additional page.
· List all colleges, universities or technical schools to which you have applied.  Indicate the status of each application, and the status of other scholarships applied for.
